PRIORTO CONNECTING

Position the microwave oven at a distance from

other heating sources. For sufficient ventilation,

there must be a space of at least 30 cm above the

microwave oven.

The microwave oven should not be placed in a

cabinet.

This microwave oven is not intended to be placed

or used on a working surface lower than 850mm

GENERAL

This appliance is intended to be used in household and similar applications such as:

No other use is permitted (e.g.heating rooms).

@ norE:

* The appliance should not be operated without food inside of it. Operation in this
manner is likely to damage the appliance.

* The ventilation openings on the microwave oven must not be covered. Blocking the air
intake or exhaust vents may cause damage to the microwave oven and poor cooking
results.

* Whenever you are operating the microwave oven, always put a glass of water inside. The
water will absorb the microwave energy and the microwave oven will not be damaged.
Never operate with the empty unit.

* Do not store or use this appliance outdoors.

* Do not use this product near a kitchen sink, in a wet basement, or near a swimming
pool, or similar area.

* Do not use the cavity for any storage purposes.

* Remove wire twist-ties from paper or plastic bags before placing bag in the microwave
oven.

* Do not use your microwave oven for deep-frying, because the oil temperature cannot
be controlled.

LIQUIDS
